“Matter of the Heart”
Genesis 5:1-32

There are many genealogies listed in the book of Genesis. There is Adam s lineage through Cain (ch. 4),
but the emphasis is on the lineage through Seth (who replaced Abel) which leads to Noah (ch. 5). There is Noa
h s lineage through Japheth and Ham, but the emphasis is on the lineage through Shem (ch. 10) which leads to
Abraham (ch.11). There is Abraham’ s lineage through Ishmael (ch. 25), but the emphasis is on the lineage
through Isaac. There is Isaac lineage thru Esau (ch, 36), but the emphasis is on the lineage through Jacob (ch.
46). What we see are two lineages of people emerging in history: those who stand in the natural lineage of sin
and judgment, and those who stand in the spiritual lineage of grace and redemption. The Bible challenges us to
align ourselves to the favored lineage of God s people. In the particular genealogy (Genesis 5:1-32) that we will
be studying today, we see that even within the redemptive line of Seth, there are those outstanding individuals
who are particularly favored by God. From the typical pattern of genealogy, two figures stand out Enoch and
Noah, Both are spoken of as men who had “walked with God.” In other words, their legacy in history was
their exemplary relationship with God. Today, I want to focus on the figure of Enoch. Although in the book of
Genesis there is much recorded about Noah (chs. 53*9), the biblical data on Enoch is scanty, only 4 verses. The
epitaph on Enoch s life is a simple statement: "Enoch walked with God; then he was no more, because God
took him away. But Enoch life was full. His 365 years of life, which represents 365 days of a year, signifies
the complete season of one’ s life. Enoch lived a relatively short (compared to many ancient people who lived
over 900 years, according to Genesis 5), but his life was most fulfilling, most extraordinary. All people lived and
died, suffering judgment for their sins, but Enoch never experienced death. God simply took him away in a
supernatural manner at the end of his life. Somehow, Enoch knew how to live in grace and favor of God, and
not experience the curse and judgment of God. What was the key to Enoch s way? The Bible simply states
that he walked through life with God. He walked through life of communion with God from the beginning to the
end. Enoch s life was thoroughly and consistently immersed in the presence of the Lord. His life had substance
and integrity in the likeness of the Lord. ‘Enoch walked with God; then he was no more, because God took him
away. What a wonderful legacy of godliness! Now, what would be our legacy? What would be written on our
ov:in memorial stone? Like Enoch, may we live a life so filled with God that we would have no regret in the
end.
