“Legacy of Godliness (2)”
Genesis 6:1-22

In the genealogy of Adam through Seth (Genesis 5), among a list of typical figures, Enoch and Noah stand
out as men who “walked with God. Enoch s legacy is stated simply in one phrase: “Enoch walked with
God; then he was no more, because God took him away  (Genesis 5:24). But Noah' s legacy is described in
length in the following chapters 6-9. Noah was a man who gained much favor in the sight of the Lord. The
Lord chose Noah to be the man to repopulate the human race after the judgment of the flood. The Lord chose
Noah to build the ark so as to preserve the lives of his family members, as well as the various species of
animals. Noah is historically known for his legacy in terms of the ark and the flood. However, before the sight
of the Lord, Noah is known for his example of godliness. First, Noah kept his purity and integrity in the midst
of a decadent society (6:5-9). Noah (and his family) was singled out among all humanity to be righteous and
blameless before the Lord s sight. Such righteousness is recognized and appreciated by God more in the context
of the most adverse circumstances. Secondly, Noah obeyed God’'s commands, even though they defied all forms
of rationality and practicality (6:22; 7:5). Noah’s obedience must be understood in context of what was
commanded by God. Build a giant ark. Build it on dry land. The judgment will come by flood. Gather every kind
of animals for their survival sake. Of course, these were fantastic, even ridiculous notions in the sight and
hearing of the people, but Noah absolutely obeyed and trusted God in all these matters. Thirdly, Noah waited
patiently on the Lord through many years and many terrible situations (cf. 810, 12). He waited and worked
diligently for a century on the ark. He waited in adverse situation, living in the ark, for over a year. He waited
patiently for the water to recede even when ark rested on Mount Ararat. Noah knew how to wait upon the Lord
and his timing. Fourthly, Noah worshipped God (established as his priority) when great things were happening
(8:18-21). We often forget to give sacrifices of worship and thanks to God when things are pleasant and good.
We would rather party and celebrate good happenings, instead of praying, worshipping, and seeking God. But the
first thing Noah did after stepping on the dry land was to establish an altar, a place of worship, He establish
{vnor;'hip as his top priority before everything else. No wonder Noah continually found favor in the sight of the
